Although the second coach of that
order seems lost to history, this
one had been brought to Hansen
Wheel and Wagon in Letcher, SD,
for meticulous restoration and
conservation by its current owner.
Hansen was contracted to restore
this coach even though two prior
careful restoration attempts had
been made in the past to the west-
ern-style vehicle. The straw paint-
ed body and running gear showed
the wear common to them from
past years. The paintings on each
door were nearly lost from the
darkening of the varnish. It re-
quired knowledgeable and careful
work to join original condition part
to the prior restoration, and then
to the currently needed repairs to

Hansen and Wheeling, illustrate in
detail much of the condition the
coach was in, prior to and during
restoration. The fulicolor cover
photo, taken by Hansen Wheel
and Wagon, shows the completed
work in all its splendor, shortly
before being sent to its new home.
